Through the DDAP, de-addiction centers (DACs) have been established in government hospitals
Another major area of work is the development of “drug abuse monitoring system”

The establishment of drug treatment clinics on pilot basis with a focus on outpatient treatment
and direct support from the DDAP for staff as well as for medicines is showing encouraging
results.

QOutcome

The work of “drug abuse monitoring system” is to track the pattern of drug use and profile
among individuals seeking treatment in the DACs.

Monitoring and evaluation exercises carried out show that the existing model of inpatient
treatment and of shared responsibility between central and state governments is partially
successful.

Common symptoms include hot flashes and vaginal dryness. There may also be sleep
disturbances. The combination of these symptoms can cause anxiety or depression.
Menopause is a natural process with treatments that focus on symptomatic relief. Vaginal
dryness is treated with topical lubricants or oestrogen. Medications can reduce the severity and
frequency of hot flushes. In special circumstances, oral hormone therapy may be used.

o It helped the local people of VR walkers club to reduce stress during Menopause like
Anxiety.
Changes in mood — such as low mood or irritability.
Changes in skin conditions, including dryness or increase in oiliness and onset of adult acne.
Difficulty sleeping — this may make you feel tired and irritable during the day.
Discomfort during sex.
Feelings of loss of self.

Donated eyes are never sold/used otherwise.

This was formalized in
the Vienna Convention for the Protection of the Ozone Layer, which was adopted and signed by 28
countries, on 22 March 1985. In September 1987, this led to the drafting of The Montreal Protocol on
Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.

Under the Convention’s Montreal Protocol, governments, scientists and industry worked together to cut
out 99 per cent of all ozone-depleting substances.

World Ozone Day, held on September 16, celebrates this achievement. It shows that collective decisions
and action, guided by science, are the only way to solve major global crises.

The slogan of the day, ‘Ozone for life’, reminds us that not only is ozone crucial for life on Earth, but that
we must continue to protect the ozone layer for future generations.
